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TITLE : Handling of Cargo with Shock Watch Labels

Background :


For years, the air cargo industry has been using impact indicators to monitor the state of delicate shipments during transportation.  One of the commonly used products for air transport is the shock watch labels.

The handling procedures:

1. Hactl will perform a visual inspection for shipments with shock watch labels upon the cargo acceptance, build up and break down process.  These shipments are identified by a special handling code SWC (Shock Watch Cargo) in the CNR remarks.  Hactl will alert the air carrier of any discrepancy indicated by the shock watch label.

2. Airlines requiring special handling may use the SWC code to alert Hactl via the normal communication channel.
