1. Towing time - from to the agreed handover point

1.1 RHO will observe the followings :

1.1.1. Safety requirement including sequential loading, speed limit and the welfare 

of the animal

1.1.2. Priority handling to reduce the transit time 

1.2 Under normal circumstance, it will not exceed :

1.2.1 From freighter apron - ATA plus 40 minutes

      The head of the horse MUST face AGAINST the tow bar of the dolly.

     Import to airlines using AAT

      Since AAT deliver the horse through their mechanical handling system, therefore, 
      there is no specified requirement. However, AAT prefer the head of the horse facing

      the tow bar of the dolly.

2.3 Export from airlines using both Hactl and AAT
